KEEPING GRASS OFF OF THE STREETS
LEAVES DON’T BELONG IN THE STORM DRAIN

Don’t blow grass clippings or leaves into the street where they can be washed into the
storm drain inlet.
Leave clippings on your lawn to compost.
Sweep your driveway and curb gutters to keep them debris free.
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§ 51.02 GENERAL OFFENSES.

(A) It shall be unlawful for any person to sweep, haul, throw, or deposit any construction debris, solid
waste, bulky items, or heavy brush into, upon or along, any drain, gutter, alley, sidewalk, parkway, or
street within the corporate limits of the city, or in or upon any automobile except with the consent of the

owner thereof.

(B) It shall be unlawful for any person to throw or scatter construction debris, solid waste, heavy brush,
or bulky items into, onto or alongside any public street, alley, or sidewalk in the city, or any private

property except with the consent of the owner thereof.

(C) Tt shall be unlawful for any person to store, collect, or dispose of any construction debris, solid
waste, bulky items, or heavy brush within the corporate limits of the city except as provided in this
