§ 105.03 GENERAL RULES AND REGULATIONS.
The following rules and reguialions shall be ir: force In all parks of the Gily of Harker Heights lecaled within or wilhout the corporate limits of the city,
{A) Injury to plants, improvements, eto. i shall be unlawful for any person o cuf, deface, mark, pluck, injure, damage, or destrey any shiub, tree, plant, grass, lud, founlain, seal, fence, building, struclure, cmament,
menument, or any olher naturat or arlificial improvemant in a park. {See also § 131.02)
(B} Parkfacllity use and program rates and other related charges. Park facility rontal rates, program regisiralian rates, and other relaled charges will bo established by the City Coungllin the annual fee schedule.
{C) Disposal of litter. It shall be unlawful for any parson to deposit or discharge, or cause the deposit or discharge, of paper, glass, metal, litter, rubblsh, wasle, garbage, refuse or lrash of any description on any park lawn,
driveway, path, fountain, pond, siream, or other place excepl in receplacles provided for that purpose, (See alse § §1.02)
(D) Commercal activity. it shall be urlawlul for any parson to engage in any commercial venture Including offering lo sell any goads, wares, merchaadise or food, or rerder any service for hire or (o soficit funds or donations
of any ilem wilhoul the written permission of the Direstor.
{E) Moise regulations. See Chapter 95.
{F) Glass containers, It shall be unlawful for any person to use or possess in any form a glass conlainer in any area situaled within a park.
{G) Fires. It shafl ba urlawful for any parson to start or maintain an outdoor fire in any park, excapt for caoking fires which shall be started and mainteined only in a stove, barbscue pit o in a portable camp stove, No
person starling o maintaining any fire in a park shall ieave the fire unattended wilhout first completely extinguishing the fire.
(H) Interfarence with clher park users. i shall be uniawful for any persen %o recklessly and unreasonably prevent, disturb, disrupl, or interfare with tha fawful use of a park by another person, or any lawful activily permitted
within the park,
(1) Disorderly conduct. See § 42,01 of the Tex, Penal Code, as amended.
{J) Public nudity. It shall be unlawful for any person te appear in a stale of nudify.
§ 105,04 RESTRICTED AREAS AND HOURS.
(A} Hours. All parks localed within the city are closed to the public each day from 14:00 p.m. untl 5:00 a.m., unless otherwise permitted by the Director. In addition, any municipal park, section or part thareof may be
declared closed (o the public by the Direclor or a peace officer at any Uime and for any interval of §ime upon & femporary basls (dafly or ctherwise), either entirely or merely to cerlain usss as the Direclor of peace officer shafl
find reasonably necessary lo manage, use, preserve and govern park property, buildings and aclivities.
(B} Restricted areas. It shali be unlawful for any persen 1o knowingly enter into o semain in or on a park or area designated by one or more posted signs as "restiicted” or "closed.”
{C) Curfew in parks. See § 130.02.
(D) Wis an affirnalive defense t prosecution under this section that at the lime of the violation the persen was lawiully attending a special event, aclivity, or program thal was sponsored by the city or conducted in the park
with written parmission of the city.
§ 105.05 ALCOHOL.,
(A} & shall be unlawiul for any perscn ta knowingly possess or consume any alcohallc baverage, as defined by the Tex. Alccholic Beverage Code, while ina park or a public sreet, public aliey, or public parking lot adjacent
to a park.
(B} I isan affrmalive defenss to prosecution under division: {A} of this section thal:
(1) The alcoholic beverage was in a contalner with an unbroken seal or cther evidence of having never baen opened, or
(2) Atthe ime and place of the alleged offense the possession or consumplion was permitled by:
{a} Avalidlicense issued by lhe Texas Aicoholic Beverage Cemmission; or
(b} A permil, lease or rental agreement granted by the city.
§105.06 ANIMALS.

(1) Knowingly Trighten, anncy, injure, or atlempt to frghten, annoy, or Injure any anima, bird or reptile, or to remove or have possession of the young, eggs or nest of any anmal, replile or Bird, or lo caplare or
altempt to capture such animeat, reptile or bird except with the consent of the owner thereof,
(2) Keepor permit an animal unless the same fs altended and kepl under the parson's physical reslraint at all times by means of a leash, sord, chaln or enclasura. (See also § 80.36)
(3) Witheut writler: permission of lhe Director, ride any animal In or upon a park area not specifically designated for such purpose. (See also § 90.06.)
{4) Tether or pasture, or allow or cause to be tethered or pastured, any animal in a park. (See also § 90.49)
(5) Bringa dangerous dog (as that term Is defined by § 96.01} onto park property.
(6) Ifthe animal is required to be vaccinaled against rabies, bring such animal onlo park properly without having in his or her immediale possesslon proof f such current vaccination.
(7) Fail to have in his or her possession such materdals or implements as may be used immediately i a sanitary and tawful manner to remeva and dispose of defecation, as required by § 90.05, by an animal under
his or her ownership or contral in a park,
(B) Notwithslancing division (A) of this section, fishing shall be permitted in areas dasignated by the Direclor and subject fo such conditions as may be imposed by the Direstor, In addition, the Director may authorize the
caplure or killing of any animal within a park as necessary to eliminala or minimize any nulsance or hazard to public health and safety, or to alleviate suffering.
§ 105,07 RECREATIONAL ACTIVITIES,
{A) Practicing golf. Il shall be unlawfut for any persen to practice golf in any portion of a park not specifically designated for that purpose.
{B) Shooting sports. It shall be unlawful for any persen to launch, fire er discharge any arrow, slingshot, firearm, or gun of any Kind (including air guns and paintball guns] within or acress any park area not specifically
designated for that purpose. (See also § 130.44.)
{C} Throwing sports. If shall be unfawlul for any person to praclice throwing a javelin, spear, knife, throwing star, shotput, discus, or ather dangerous ebjecl within or across any park area aot specifically designated for that
purpase.
{D} Drones, kites, medet alrplanes, etc. It shall ba unlawful for any persan o fly & kite, or propel or guide a drene, mode! alrplane or rocketin any park area traversed by high veltage transmisston lines.
{E) Wading, swimming, or boating. It shall bs unlawiu! for any person to wade, swim, balbe, er boat wilbin any park area not specfically designaled for that purpose.
{F} Gamping. It shall be unlawful for any persen to camp overnight in 2 park without first obtaining a permit under this chapler.
(G} Climbing. It shali be unlawdul for any person to climb ferces, buildings, or other structures in a park, except play eguipment designated for that purpose.
§ 105,08 VEHICLES.
{A) It shalt be unlawiul for any person to.
{1} Drive or operate any vehicie in, over cr through any park area except upon drives, streels, boutevards or other areas designated for such purposes;
{2} Siop, stand or park any motor vehicle or lo permit any such molor vehicle to so stop, stand or park within any park except within the limit lines of a designated parking slall or a passenger curb loading zene; or
{3} Wash a vehicle in any park or de routine maintenance In any park area not spaciiically designatad for that purpose.
{® Itis an affirmative defense 1o prosecution under division {A}) of this seclion that the driving, stopping, standing, or parking was due fo temporary mechanical fellura of the vehicle, provided that as soon as reasanably
possible the operator completed emergency repairs or summoned low removal equiprent, as appropriate,

{#) Was acling on instrucfions lawiully iver by a peace officer, lhe Director, or & park allendant;
(3) Was an employee or conlractor of fha city, or olher publls afficial, acting In the course and scope of his or her official dulles In performing the activity for which the offense is charged; or
(4) Was respending appropriztely fo an emergency involving a sudden or unexpecled occurrence of a serfous and urgent situation which requires immediate action fo preserva lfe or properly, including without
limitation fire, nalural disaster, an autemobile accident, or seeking immediate madical irsalment for any person.
§ 105.99 PENALTY.
(A} Eiection. A person viclating any provision of this chapler, or any rule adopled by the Director hereunder, may be ejected from a park by the Direclor, a peace officer, or any park attendant. It shalt be unlawful for any
persar fo remaln in o on any park properly afler being instructed by the Director, a peace officer, or any park alteadant te lsave, and an unaulnorized refurn o refusal to leave shali constitute a criminal trespass,
(B} Aviolation of a provision of this chepter Is an offense and shall be punishable upan conviction by a fine of not more than $500, Unless otherwlse expressly provided, a culpable mental state is not requirad for the
commission of an offense undar this chapler and need not be proved.

FACT SHEET FOR ALCOHOL APPLICATION

To host an event with alcohol in any City of Harker Heights park, simply submit the below application to
the front desk at the Recreation Center for City Council approval before the first and third Friday of each
month. Be prepared to appear at a City Council meeting (second or fourth Tuesday) to answer any
questions they may have regarding your event.

If approved, please follow the below steps for Texas Alccholic Beverage Compliance (TABC):

If you are a civic organization or a private party and are hosting a free event with alcoholic beverages,
you do not need a TABC Temporary Permit.
If you are a civic organization that is hosting an event where patrons are charged for entrance, food &
beverages, specific activities, etc., you must:

1. Obtain a TABC Temporary Permit or,

2. Contract out a caterer or restaurant with proper TABC licensing.

To avoid processing delays, the application should be submitted ten business days in advance of an
event.

Can | sell or serve alcoholic beverages at a fundraising event?

TABC Marketing Practice Bulletin MPB-026 includes a summary of various options available to
charitable, religious or civic organizations wishing to serve alcoholic beverages at fundraising events.
This bulletin discusses the receipt of donations by charitable, religious or civic organizations from
members of the alcoholic beverage industry.

Can | give away free alcoholic beverages without holding a TABC permit?

It is legal to provide free alcoholic beverages without a permit. However, to be truly "free," it must be
available to any adult who walks in the door and requests it. If alcoholic beverages are only available to
paying customers, the assumption is that the cost of the alcohol is included in the price of the service.
This constitutes a sale of alcoholic beverages, and a TABC permit would be required. When you provide
the alcoholic beverage, there cannot be any expectation of receiving money. You cannot ask for a
"donation" or "tip." If the drinks will only be available to paying guests, then you will need a permit. Some
examples: A wedding reception with free drinks is really free. A boutique that serves free wine while you
shop, even if you don't buy anything, is really free. A nail salon with a "free” drink when you pay for a
manicure is not really free. If you buy tickets to attend a charity ball and they serve "free" drinks, those
are not really free. If a tip jar sits next to a keg of beer expecting "donations," the beer would not be
considered free.
