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 Composting is the controlled decomposition of organic mater through biological 

processes.  The end result is a nutrient rich material.  

 Start your pile with Browns (dead leaves, branches, and twigs), Green (grass clip-

pings, vegetable waste, fruit scraps, and coffee grounds), and water. 

 DO NOT USE:  meat, bones, fish, dairy products, pet droppings, noxious weeds, or 

ashes.  

 Turn the pile weekly during summer, and monthly during winter. 

 You can build a bin in your backyard, or purchase a premade container from a 

store.  

The compost is ready when: 

 It smells earthy 

 It no longer heats up after it is turned 

or dampened 

 It has a crumbly texture 

 It looks like dark soil 

 It has a pH near neutral
