RECEIVE AND DISCUSS THE CITY'S CURRENT AND FUTURE RAW WATER CONTRACTS
WITH THE BELL COUNTY WATER CONTROL & IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT NO.1 AND THE
BRAZOS RIVER AUTHORITY. (PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR)

EXPLANATION:

The City of Harker Heights currently has raw water contracts with the Bell County Water Control
& Improvement District No. 1 (WCID No. 1) and the Brazos River Authority (BRA).

The contract with the WCID No. 1 for 5,265 acre-feet of water, expires December 31, 2041.

Once the contract with the WCID No. 1 expires, the raw water automatically transfers into the
BRA System Rate which is significantly higher in annual cost.

The contract with the BRA for 3,535 acre-feet of water, expires August 31, 2031.

The City of Harker Heights has a total of 8,800 acre-feet of raw water allocation in Lake’s Belton
and Stillhouse Hollow.
